them with electric power. Lots of options out there, inrunner? Outrunner? How big of a motor?
How big of a battery? What prop do | use? All fun questions to answer though, and part of what |
like about this hobby.

So why convert to electric power you might ask? Why not | say. With the prices of batteries

falling every single day, and batteries getting lighter and more powerful (better amp draw
capabilities) itds becoming easier and easi e
on the larger planes | have noticed that electric power is actually cheaper than glow/gas. The
cost of electric motors doesnodt go up very n

arendt much more money either, and the batte
average the difference in price betweensaya 0640 si ze 6 el ectric pl a
planeisonly about15-2 0 % hi gher . Compare that with gl ow

sized one can be a huge price difference. And it gets even worse when you start factoring in glow
fuel costs for the bigger motors.

Here are some of the other bonuses of converting to electric power: ability to fly in more places
(quieter), no clean up, no dead sticks, no motor bearing changes, no tinkering with tuning a

motor T though | realize that is part of the fun for some of you! And last, for me this is a big one 1
better power in a |lighter package. With some
guite a bit more power than the glow motor in a smaller lighter power system. For 3d flying this is
a great benefit since weight is the biggest enemy. So more power at less weight is always a win
for me!

If you are just starting out in this hobby
give electric power a look. If you are
buying all of your
