In the ever evolving world of radio control the new technologies that have emerged in the last
couple of years have forced us to re-evaluate our old practices. Gone are the days of being able to just go buy any old 4

cell ni-cd/ni-mh pack and use it. The new Spektrum and Futaba FASST systems both require higher power voltages, and
more importantly constant higher power. I f the voltagea

More than enough time for your plane to crash. Some of you have heard me talk about this before and unfortunately the
geeky side of me can go on far too long about it.

The good side of this is that there are lots of choices to getting around the higher power requirements, Li-FE (A123) type
batteries, Li-Po batteries, and even good old 5 cell Ni-Cd and Ni-Mh packs. All of these maintain higher voltages and are
excellent choices for the new 2.4 ghz equipment. | prefer the Li-FE batteries myself due to their operating voltage and
ability to hold that even under significant load. No risk of fire or explosion either, though they do require special chargers.
The bottom line here is to read the instructions that came with your radio equipment. Pay particular attention to the
operating voltage requirements as they can vary quite a bit from manufacturer to manufacturer. And as always, if you
have any questions, feel free to ask me!!
