There we a couple of
things that surprised me.
As we gained airspeed the
engine was louder than a
rock concert and the
vibration made itself home
in middle of my chest. Just
when | thought the fabric,
wire and wood could take
no more we lifted off. About
the time | settled with that |
realized this was not the
sanitized flying of a
commercial aircraft or even
a Cessna but the raw,
immediate sense of flight.
Helping drive that home
was the smell of cows
down below as we did
Chandelles over the
pastures of Northwest
Arkansas. Too quickly it
was over and we gently set
back down to the tarmac...

| was stunned and
understood something
about flying I had not
captured before. Flying in
an open cockpit stimulated
me in ways different than
all my other flying had ever
done. It was great
adventure that touched all
my senses. Almost like
riding a motorcycle in the
air.

So if ever the chance to fly
in a biplane puton a
leather helmet grab a scarf
and climb up. Or just get
yourself a bipe like the
ones in the Mish Mash and
join in to the bi-wing
brotherhood.

MARCsmen don't do a lot of control line flying thes e days, but some of the oldsters did a bitinthep  ast. Afew
still do and it is intriguing how many wrench their craft into awkward flight regimes with a lot of of fset rudder
because the principles involved seem not to be appr  eciated. The primary offense is inthe  direction of the flight
circle. One learns early that the control lines mu st be without slack because the entire system of wi res controls
through pull-pull. Yet, virtually every-one flies ¢ ounter clockwise as viewed from above, which is the same as a
left-hand turn. Elementary analysis shows that the combination of spiraling slipstream against the le ft side of
the fin and torque urges the model to turn left into the control lines. A clockwise circle employs the natural left
turning tendency to keep the wires tight, often wit hout any rudder adjustment at all.

The photo shows a model of my design from 1947. It is hard to pick out but the control leads passed t hrough
the right wing and offered a robust loop on the end s for attaching the lines internally from below. There was no
adjustment of the rudder at all and the model alway s flew with tight lines. It was mildly aerobatica  nd would

loop but not fly inverted, mostly because the fuel system was before the clank tanks of today. Theen gine was a
very reliable Super Hurricane 24 or 29 (I forget) w ith spark ignition. Ten inch prop. Fuel was white gasoline and
70 weight oil, mixed three to one. Span 30", area  145in°. Never weighed, but probably about 12 or so oz. The

fuselage was carved from a solid piece of balsa, th  en hollowed out to about % inch thickness to receiv e the
controls and ignition parts. There was a hatch on top (just visible aft of the TE) to access the flig  ht batteries,
two A size as | recall. The wing was built-up with planked LE and the stab and rudder were sheet. Sp  inner was
carved by hand and trued on home-made lathe constru  cted from hand-cranked drill. The colors were Cub

yellow with black trim. Colored dope applied with constant-pressure fly sprayer, which does a very ni ce job.
The performance was not too bad for the times. It could maintain a circle with lines stretched upward at 45°
angle (about 1.4 g’s) indefinitely. | placed secon d in an Arkansas state contest with a measured spee  d of 65
mph. Engine probably turned about 7500 rpmtodot  his. The top guy was only about 5 mph faster.

| always flew with a T-pole as shown in the sketch. This arrangement applied up or down pressure ont  he hand
to compensate for imbalance so it was simple to adj ust to trim up the model. The longer the handle,t  he more
feel transmitted to the hand.

This model was stolen from the flight line when lef t unattended.
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Its official spring is here and that means great flying weather so knock
the dust off those birds and let’s go flying. This month on the 14™ we will
have our Pancake Breakfast.

This will be our first event with electricity at the field. We still have some
work to do like putting in our sockets and wiring the club house. In the
mean time we have power at our pole so help yourself. I've already seen
people use it so it must work. | would like to thank everyone that made a
donation to the power fund and also thank the folks that helped install it.
