| spend a lot of time on
airplanes in my work. This
allows me tons of reading
time. Two weeks ago, |
picked up the latest RC Flyer
magazine at the Orlando
airport on my way back to
Little Rock. During two flight
legs | consumed the entire
magazine. What struck me
about this issue was the
amount of information about
the tidal wave of EP or
electric power.

RC Flyer always does a good
job of reviewing many models

of airplanes of all types and
the occasional helicopter.
This issue had a review on
the new Hanger 9 Spitfire,
the latest in their warbird
ARF line. What made this a
great article is that they
reviewed IC and EP, or it
laymen’s terms glow and
electric builds. That is cool
but it also tells me | should
join the 21* century and
learn about electric flight.

In reading several other
electric reviews, | began to
have a faint understanding of
the size motor and battery
required for an electric
conversion. What seems
strange to me is beginning to
think of watts per pound or
watts and wing loading.
Batteries and speed
controllers is another
mystery that profuse reading
is beginning to unlock. By
the time | figure all of this out
most airplane manufacturers
will publish motor, speed
control and battery
requirements for an ARF.
Most likely this will be found
on the box just like internal
combustion birds do now.

But to me this is like trying to
learn “new math” or convert
to metric from imperial. |
struggle to just take it on faith
that what they are
suggesting will work. | want
to understand the difference
between a .46 glow engine
and a comparable outrunner
motor. What if you have a
bird that is glow and you
want to convert it to electric.
It seems like you need to

know how to do the basic
calculations to figure out
the electric powerplant
requirements.

This all makes me wonder
if we will stop calling a 40
size bird a 40 size bird.
Will we call it a 600 watt
bird? And if | follow my
normal twisted logic, |
wonder if glow engines will
become a thing of the past.
Let's hope not!

Probably the most amazing
thing that | see in using
electric power is the
reliability and because of
that, the size. For
example, multi engine
airplanes using electric
motors will be reliable. No
more tweaking and tuning
to match rpms. The other
great thing | see is the
ability to real build small
airplanes and helicopters
with micro gear. Our very
own Ron Stanfield has
often illustrated what can
be done with a stick and
tissue rubber band flyer
converted to electric.

So the future is here and
hopefully batteries will keep
getting more efficient and
less expensive. That
opens all kinds of
possibilities to the RC pilot
that glow engines alone
make difficult. 1 will get
used to the new language
and may just learn
something about a watt or
an amp. But something
about the smell of a Cox
.049 and the glow fuel it
burned will stay with me
forever. Safe flying!




June 23, 2005 | turned 65 and retired. During my retirement party, my fellow co workers presented me

with a gift certificate to Marks Hobby shop. | had been eying the new Great Planes PT17 for a couple of
months and the gift certificate just clenched my desire for the PT17. Mark ordered the plane for me and once
received Randy Womack help me put it together. The first flight was in August of 2005. The last flight was
September 2005.

As you know hundreds of articles have been written on computer radios. Most articles refer to having the
radio on the wrong model. Even though | have read many of the articles, guess what, | did exactly what the
articles had talked about. | flew my 4*40 than decided to fly the PT17.

The PT-17's rudder was the same as the 4*40, left was left and right was right. The throttle was same as the
4*40, forward was fast and back was slow. Elevator stick back was up and forward was down. No way
ailerons can be wrong, who ever checks them, so they were most likely not even looked at.

The moment the plane left the ground | knew something was bad wrong. With just a little back pressure on
the right stick the plane went almost straight up, | gave a little forward pressure and the plane went almost
straight down. | needed to turn right, pushed right stick to the right and the plane went left, needless to say
the plane hit the ground pretty hard, | remember it just as though it was yesterday.

The bottom wing had the left wing tip broken off and holes were put in the bottom wing leading edge all up
and down the leading edge. The upper wing had the right wing tip broken off and holes were also put into
the upper wing leading edge. The fuselage had a number of spars broken and the main fuselage had a
number of places that contained cracks or had pieces broken completely out.
